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WEAPONS INVENTORY
Weapons must be stored out of children’s reach.  Weapons are defined as explosive materials, firearms and projectiles, such as darts, arrows and BB’s.  The items must be locked at all times.  Weapons and ammunition must be stored and locked separately, and precautions must be taken to ensure that children do not have access to either the weapon or the ammunition.  Photos of weapon storage will be taken at each Quarterly Inspection to ensure compliance with these rules. This form will need updated and reviewed every two years.
